Thz SanDiego Zoo is 2 zoo in Balboa Park, San Diege, California. It iz home to mors than 4,000
animals reprezenting 800 spacizs, thousands of them ars on the sndansersd spacisslistand many that
ars rarzly sean at other zoos.

Tha 3an Dizgo Zoois opg oftha bast zoos intha US and possibly the world sbast zoo, or atlzast the
most farnous. Sincs openingin 1916 in Balboa Park, San Dizgo Zoo has grown to become the most
visited zoo in the country {with mors than 4 million visitors a vear) and a main attraction of ths city.
Ths zoo is dividad up into sight differant axhibits themad around gzoeraphy and habitat.

Tha 3an Dizgo Zoo was a pionssr in the concept of open-air, cggslass exhibits that recreate natural
animal habitats.

History

Ths San DHago Zoo grew out of axetic animal axhibitions abandonad aftar the 1915 Panama-
California Exposition. Dr. Harrw M. Wagafodh foundad the Zoolesical Socisty of San Dhago, which
metin Octobar, 1916, for the firsttime. Ha servedas prasident of the socistyuntil 1941, A permanat
tract of land in Balboa Park was setasidsin Augnst 1921, It was apread that the city would own all
tha animals and the zoo would manage tham. The zoo bagan to move in the following vear. In
addition to the animals from the Exposition, the zoo acguireda eollaction of wild animals from tha
defunct Wondarland Amussmsnt Park. EllsnBrovwning Seripps financsd a fencs around the zoo so
that it could begin charging an sntrancs fes to offsst costs.

The San Disgo Zoo was a pionser in building "gagslass” axhibits. Wagaforth was datermined to
crzate moated exhibits from the start, andthe firstlion arsa at the San Dizge Zoo without snclesing
wires openad in 1922, Local architect Louis John Gill d2signed the original buildings, cagzs and
animal grottos in 1926,

Until the 19605, admission for children undar 16 was free, ragardlass of whather they wars
accompaniad by a payving adult.

Tha zoo's Cantar for Reproduction of Endangarad Spacizs (CRES) was foundad in 1973 In 2009,
CRES was significantly expandad to bacomsa tha Instituts for Conservation Rassarch.

After the davelopmeant of thes moats in the 19605, the next ara of axhibit d=sign changas bagan in the
19805 and cames into full forcs in the 1990s. This desien concspt was intendsd to raplicate naturs as
much a5 possible; animals and plants that co-habitated in the wild wers situated together in the Zoo.
Areas and attractions

Exhibits atthe zoo ars often dasienad around a particularhabitat. Thesame axhibit may fashirs mamy
differant animals that can be found sids by sids in the wild, along with native plant life. Exhibits
range from an African rain forast (fasnrine gorillas) to the Arctic taigs and tundra in the summertims

{featuring polar bears). Manwaxhibits ara "natoral”, with invisibla wires and darkenad blinds (to visw
birds), and accassible pools and opan-air meats {for large mammals).

Tha Zoo is divided into mors than 20 sactions: Monkew Trail and Forast Talas, The Owrens Aviary,
Tha Seripps Aviarv, Parkar Aviary, Polar Baar Plungs, Wildlifa Explorars Basacamp, Lost Forast,
Elzphant Odyssey, Gorilla Tropics, Absolutaly Apes, Tiger Trail, Australian Cutback Africa Focks,
Capz Fynbos, Madagascar Forsst, Sun Bsar Forest, Ethiopian Highlands and others.

San DHego Zoo offers numsrons activities and attractions notto be missed! Ons of the shorteuts for
gathing across the park is the Skyfari Aerial Tram, which offers spactacular visws of the zoo and
surrounding Balboa Park, It's 2 real treat and & quick ride. Meet Animals Up Close! i5 a spacial treat
foragas 5 and up. This is a fun and interactive experienca, as the animals are brought out to veu for
an up-close view. Elephant Play Yard is an opan-air and hands-en plav and sxploration arsa for
Lids, and kids at heart. Kids can work off soms snargy with 2 mazs of zlaphant satzllite tracking
collars, aplav fossil dig, and puzzlesto solve. Crazy abount Cats is 3 90-minuts tour, vou will be
aseortad onto Zoo prounds baforz the Zoo opans, and travsel by cart and on foot to s22 somes of the
Zoo's mosticonic and fascinating wild eat spaeies. You'll laarn abont eats of all sizas, how thay ars
carad for, and what vou can do to help cat spacizs worldwida. You will aven gzt to mest ons spacial
cat up closa!

Research & Educational Centre

The zoo is renovwned forits sndangerad species bresdine programmmes and conservation afforts; the
department of Conssrvation and Ressarch for Endangersd Species conducts reszarch with such
animals as pandas, tra= kangareos, cloudad lzopards gavials, mesrkats, and Tasmanian devils. The
Frozen Zoo contains frozen specimens of tissusand g=nstic material thatarz used forressarchonand
breading of endangerad spacies. As aresult, thevhave reintroduced more than 30 sndangerad spacies
back into the wild. Thaw also hava ovar 200 consarvation seisntists working in 33 countrias around
tha world.

Zoo Corps is a voluntzer programme at the San Dizge Zoo that anlists high school students to tzach
Eussts at the zoo about the animals they ars sseing and their placs in the scosvstem. It enrolls
students batwean 13 and 17 vears of aga. The goals ara to promots public aducation about animals
and conservation, andto help the studsnts develop their sbility to speak in public. The programms
runs yaar round in two sessions, ons from May through November and ons from January through
day.

Notable animals

Karan tha Sumatran erangutan padrsup arownd zo okzsapar Wiks Batas. Bom with a life-threatsning
hols in her heart, Karen in 1994 became the first aps to underge opan-heart surgery, With har
recovary touch and go, 3 concemead Bates spent slespless nights rocking Karen to slzep under an
oxveen tant. At the orangutan-viswing window, visitors can g0 noss to nosa with Karsn, now fully
recoverad, rambunctious, and inquisitive. And don't miss little Aisha, the zoo's voungsst orangutan,
who is often found swinging from ropas and cuddling with her mom, Indsh.

Four U8, zoes shelter giant pandas, but only oneis home to marma bear extracordinaire Bai Yun, the
mostprolific giant panda in captivity outsids China Middla-aged at 24, the mother of six (and onaof
thra= siant pandas atthe zoo) has samed the right to relax: Bai Yun snjoys climbing 2lm trees and
curling up in har hammeock but may surprisz visitors with 2 somersault.

Location and travel options for visitors

Tha zoo is located within beautiful Balboa Parkand sxtremsaly sasvto access from summy San Diego.
Tharz ara 3 wavs to get from Downtown San Dizgo to San Dhego Zoo by bus, taxi or on foot.
Tha MTA public transportation sarvies will also bring visitors to Balboa Park from anywhare in the
city. In addition, feature hourly exprass shuttles that run fromvour hotel's front door to tha zoo, s0
wou don’t have to wasts vour dav navipating public transportation and parking.
